Started his career at Norwich City and has played for Wycombe Wanderers, 
Shrewsbury, Stevenage Town, Dover Athletic and Forest Green Rovers. 
 

 
 
 
Defender, Josh Coulson joins us from Leyton Orient, having previously spent 10 
years at Cambridge Utd.  He’s won promotion to the EFL with both those clubs 
in the past. 
 
 

Midfielder, James Dunne has most recently been at Barnet, but has had a 
number of clubs in the past, having begun his youth career at Wimbledon 
and Arsenal. 

 
 
 
Midfielder, Abu Ogogo began his career alongside James Dunne, in the youth 
set ups at Wimbledon and Arsenal.  He’s also played for Barnet, Shrewsbury 
Town, Dagenham & Redbridge and Coventry City. 
 
 
 

Midfielder, Jack Bridge is a Southend United Academy graduate, having been 
at the club from the age of 9 to 19, and making 7 appearances in the 1st 
team.  He left to go to Northampton Town but is delighted to be back at his 
boyhood club. 
 

 
 
Striker, Rhys Murphy is another who started out in the Wimbledon and 
Arsenal youth set ups.  Unusually, he’s played for both England and the 
Republic of Ireland at schoolboy level, and most recently, he’s been at Yeovil 
where he’s scored 29 goals in 59 apperances. 
 
 

 
Striker, Sam Dalby is only 21 and joins Blues having previous been at Orient 
as a youngster.  While having been signed by Watford and Leeds, Sam has 
spent time out on loan at Morecambe, Stockport and Woking.
